We visit the Nackeroo memorial before leaving Timber Creek
and following alongside the mighty Victoria River for a few kilometres
then heading inland. We pass the turnoff to Bullo River Station, once
the home of Sara Henderson, the well known author of ‘From Strength
to Strength’. We cross into Western Australia to the Ord River Scheme
and visit the Argyle Dam, You'll sleep well tonight at the Lakeside
Resort in Kununurra - our stay for the next three nights. (B,L,D)

DAY 3 | Thursday 31 May 2012

. e el Coct Biver/
Kununurra is a modern town and the centre for the mighty Ord River
Irrigation Scheme. We have optional early morning flights over the
Argyle Dam, the Ord River on to the Bungle Bungles and returning
via the Argyle Diamond Mines. The flights take about two and a half
hours and will afford you one of the best views of the magnificent
Kimberley region you'll ever have. Alternatively, you may like a
shorter flight (35 mins) over the Ord Scheme (the Packsaddle and
lvanhoe Plains Irrigation Areas), the Carr Boyd Ranges, the Argyle
Dam wall and Lake Argyle. This morning we explore the town and
environs including the view from Kelly’s Knob before we embark
upon a tour of the Ord River Scheme visiting tropical agricultural
farms producing a variety of products such as sugar, melons and
special flower crops. Visits to the Hoochery Rum Distillery and
Sandalwood Perfume Factory. We enjoy lunch at the Zebra Rock
Gallery, and then depart for a fabulous Sunset Cruise of Lake Argyle
to see the diverse wildlife that inhabits the shores at dusk. Hand
feed fish and freshwater crocodiles (if you're game] and meet a
family of Euros who have lived on a small island since Lake Argyle
was filled in 1974. We enjoy champagne, drinks and nibblies as a
beautiful sunset unfolds, before returning to Kununurra. (B,D)

DAY 4 | Friday 1 June 2012

Todaywill be a highlight of your Kimberley tour as we depart Kununurra
to fly north east into remote areas to Bullo River Station. You'll meet
Marlee Henderson (Sara’s daughter) who will show you around parts
of the massive station and the rambling homestead that was built by
Sara. We'll have a lavish lunch with Marlee and the opportunity to
relive the history of the station. You'll be enchantered by Marlee and
Franz; this experience is an exclusive to Centre One Tours and not to
be missed.

experience a quintessential Australian Outback Station.

The Station is home to your hosts Marlee & Franz Ranacher. You will relish the opportunity to share their home and their daily lives with fascinating
stories and great outback hospitality and will feel like family friends rather than tourists. Whilst Marlee and Franz's responsibilities may take them
away from time to time, the entire Bullo team is on hand to ensure our guests can explore the magic of this part of Australia. Bullo River Station
was made famous by top-selling Australian author Sara Henderson (Marlee’'s mother], whose American husband Charles Henderson developed
Bullo River in the 1950's, with the story of station life vividly chronicled in Sara’s books. Since 2001, Bullo River Station has belonged to Sara’s eldest
daughter Marlee and her Austrian-born husband Franz. Marlee and Franz are charming and entertaining hosts and meeting with them in the
informal surroundings of the family home and hearing Marlee’s own stories of growing up on the property adds a fascinating dimension to any visit.
